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On the organization of the admission of foreign citizens for secondary specialized education in 2019

The admission of foreign citizens and stateless persons permanently residing in the territory of foreign states (hereinafter referred to as foreign citizens) for receiving secondary specialized education in 2019 is carried out in accordance with:

 The Rules for the admission of persons for secondary specialized education, approved by Decree of the President of the Republic of Belarus of February 7, 2006 No. 80 (hereinafter referred to as the Rules of Admission);

Regulations on the selection committee of the institution of secondary special education, approved by Resolution of the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Belarus of April 28, 2006 No. 43

 Resolution of the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Belarus of April 11, 2014 No. 41 “On the timing of the admission campaign for secondary specialized education”;

Resolution of the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Belarus of June 29, 2015 No. 71 “On entrance examinations for obtaining secondary specialized education on the basis of general secondary education”;

other applicable regulatory legal acts of the Republic of Belarus, as well as international treaties of the Republic of Belarus in the field of education.

If the international treaties of the Republic of Belarus establish other conditions than those provided for by the current regulatory legal acts of the Republic of Belarus, then the norms of international legislation shall apply.

Regulatory legal acts, methodological and informational materials that regulate the issues of admission to educational institutions of the republic for secondary special education (hereinafter - USSO) are on the website of the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Belarus http://edu.gov.by/ (Main page  For entrant 2019  Introductory campaign  Applicants to secondary specialized education  Reception 2019).

Foreign citizens according to the procedure for entering educational institutions implementing educational programs of specialized secondary education (hereinafter referred to as OSSE) (conditionally) are divided into four groups:

group number 1 - foreign citizens who come at the expense of the budget or on a fee basis in accordance with international treaties of the Republic of Belarus (second paragraph of the first part of paragraph 6 of the Rules of Admission).

Reception of group No. 1 is carried out in the volume and by specialties within the control figures of admission (numbers of admission), which are annually agreed with the Ministry of Education, approved by the founders (leaders of USRS) and communicated to the public no later than April 1. The number of seats for the reception of citizens of group 1 is established by international treaties.

Foreign citizens of group No. 1 are enrolled in the USSS without entrance examinations (paragraph 12 of paragraph 24 of the Rules of Admission) and without an interview on the basis of the personal files of applicants submitted to the USSO by the Ministry of Education, which, in turn, forms them on the basis of documents submitted to the Ministry of Education relevant diplomatic services. The deadline for accepting documents from applicants of group No. 1 is August 3;

group number 2 - foreign citizens who enter only on a fee basis based on the results of the final attestation in mastering the content of the educational program for preparing individuals for admission to USRS (hereinafter referred to as final certification) (paragraph three of the first part of paragraph 6 of the Rules of Admission). The admission of this group by specialties (areas of specialties) is carried out above the established admission numbers.

The procedure for conducting final certification is regulated by the Resolution of the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Belarus of December 24, 2013 No. 135 “On approval of the Rules for certification of students and interns in mastering the content of educational programs for additional adult education” (Chapter 7).

Trainees who have mastered the content of the educational program for preparing individuals for entering USSO receive a certificate of completion of the preparatory department, preparatory courses, a sample of which is established by the Instruction on the procedure for completing education certificates, applications to them, education documents, registration and issuance of education documents, applications to them, gold, silver medals, training documents (hereinafter - Instruction No. 135), approved by the decree of the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Belarus on July 27 2011 No. 194 “On documents on education, applications to them, gold, silver medals and documents on training” (Appendix 51 to Instruction No. 135).

In accordance with clause 66 of Instruction No. 135, when completing the certificate form, for those who completed training at the preparatory department, the names of each academic subject are indicated, after the name of each academic subject is written (in numbers and in brackets) the final certification mark in points, and for those who completed the training preparatory courses, indicate the name of each academic subject with the number of hours in accordance with the curriculum.

The deadline for accepting documents from foreign citizens of group 2 is August 3;

3. Group No. 3 - foreign citizens entering only on a fee basis based on the results of an interview at the OSSO, establishing the level of their knowledge of the language in which the educational process is carried out in an amount sufficient to master the content of the educational program of secondary specialized education (hereinafter referred to as the interview on knowledge of the language of instruction) (paragraph four of the first part of paragraph 6 of the Rules of Admission). Reception of foreign citizens of group 3 is carried out above the established admission numbers.

Reception of foreign citizens of group No. 3 is carried out on the basis of Resolution No. 40 of the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Belarus dated April 11, 2014 “On Approval of the Instruction on the procedure for interviewing applicants from among foreign citizens and stateless persons in order to establish their proficiency in the language in which the educational process, for making a decision on enrollment in educational institutions of the Republic of Belarus in order to obtain specialized secondary education "(hereinafter - Instruction No. 40).

Examination Subject Commission gives an opinion on the recommendation (non-recommendation) for admission of a foreign citizen to USSO on the chosen specialty (specialty direction). An approximate form of the minutes of the meeting of the examination subject committee is presented in Appendix 1 to this letter.

The deadline for receiving documents from foreign citizens of group 3 is October 15.

Foreign citizens of groups No. 1, No. 2, No. 3 submit to the selection committee of USSO documents in accordance with the list established by clause 12 of the Rules for Admission.

4. Group No. 4 - foreign citizens and stateless persons permanently residing outside the Republic of Belarus, who enter USSE, financed from the republican budget, to receive secondary specialized education through training grants (hereinafter referred to as foreign citizens of group No. 4). ), received as a result of the selection, conducted in the manner established by the Government of the Republic of Belarus (part two of paragraph 6 of the Rules of Admission).

Admission of foreign citizens of group No. 4 is carried out in accordance with the Decree of the President of the Republic of Belarus of June 12, 2018 No. 232 “On Training Grants”, the Regulation on the Procedure for the Selection of Foreign Citizens and Stateless Persons Residing Permanently outside the Republic of Belarus for studying a grant account in state institutions of higher and specialized secondary education of the Republic of Belarus, approved by Resolution No. 646 of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus of September 7, 2018 (hereinafter referred to as the Regulations on the Selection Procedure.)

For foreign citizens of group No. 4, places are allocated within the framework of admission control figures, which are annually agreed with the Ministry of Education, approved by the founders and communicated to the public no later than April 1.

In cases not regulated by the Regulations on the procedure for selection, it is recommended to conduct an interview establishing the level of knowledge of candidates in the language in which the educational process is carried out for foreign citizens of Group 4, taking into account the norms of Instruction No. 40.

The deadline for accepting documents from foreign citizens of group 4 is July 17th.

We pay special attention to the fact that the admission commissions of the USSO should inform the foreign citizen who has not passed the competitive selection for this specialty in this USSO, about other opportunities to enter:

given USSO related or other specialty with an explanation of the opportunities and advantages offered by another specialty;

other SSOs of the republic in this specialty, explaining the location of other SSBUs and equality of documents on secondary special education, issued by any CSSO of the Republic of Belarus.

A prerequisite for the admission of foreign citizens to study is the presence of a passport or a document replacing it, as well as a corresponding visa, unless otherwise specified by international treaties of the Republic of Belarus or by decisions of the President of the Republic of Belarus.

The procedure for approving invitations of foreign citizens to study by organizations that are granted the right to issue invitations in accordance with legislative acts of the Republic of Belarus with the citizenship and migration units of the internal affairs bodies of the Republic of Belarus is determined by the Instruction on the procedure for approving invitations of foreign citizens and stateless persons to training approved by a decree of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus and the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Belarus Replicas of Belarus dated October 9, 2014 No. 352/151.

We pay attention that the registration of short-term entry visas for study purposes is carried out at the national unitary enterprise “National Airport Minsk” only in exceptional cases and if there is a representative of the organization, which, in accordance with legislative acts of the Republic of Belarus, has the right to issue invitations to study (citizens from countries of migration risk should be addressed to the relevant foreign institutions of the Republic of Belarus).

Foreign citizens arriving on flights from the Russian Federation do not issue visas of the Republic of Belarus by the foreigners ’entry office of the main consular department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Belarus. This category of citizens before traveling to the Republic of Belarus must apply to one of the overseas agencies of the Republic of Belarus.

Educational institutions, inviting foreign citizens to study, act as a guarantor of compliance with the migration legislation of the Republic of Belarus, including undertaking to take the necessary measures in case of a deportation or expulsion of an alien for compensation in accordance with Articles 64, 65 of the Law of the Republic of Belarus of January 4, 2010 “On the legal status of foreign citizens and stateless persons in the Republic of Belarus” of expenses related to deportation or expulsion.

On the basis of the second part of paragraph 3 of the Rules for Admission, citizens of the Russian Federation, the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz Republic, the Republic of Tajikistan, foreign citizens and stateless persons who have been granted refugee status or asylum in the Republic of Belarus have the right to do so under the conditions provided for citizens of the Republic of Belarus , and on conditions provided for foreign citizens and stateless persons (clause 6 of the Admission Rules). Citizens of the listed countries, foreign citizens and stateless persons who have been granted refugee status or asylum in the Republic of Belarus determine the conditions for admission on their own: either as citizens of the Republic of Belarus or as foreign citizens.

Please note that according to the first part of paragraph 3 of the Rules for Admission, foreign citizens and stateless persons permanently residing in the Republic of Belarus (having a residence permit) have the right to participate in the competition for secondary specialized education under the conditions provided for citizens of the Republic of Belarus. Other conditions for admission of this category of persons are not provided for by the Admission Rules.

In accordance with clause 12 of the Regulations on the procedure for organizing and conducting centralized testing, approved by Resolution of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus of June 6, 2006 No. 714 (hereinafter referred to as the Regulation on DH), foreign citizens entering USRS according to the results of DH may send by mail to the registration point, a copy of the identity document and the application, filling it out at one of the official languages ​​of the Republic of Belarus of one’s choice according to forms 7 of the Regulation on DH (http://rikc.by/ru/documents/pril.zip) .

The registration fee for accepting and processing documents for participation in DH can be paid upon arrival in the Republic of Belarus (including outside the time frame for completion of registration for DH, established by the fourth part of paragraph 17 of the Admission Rules, but no later than one day before the start of DH subject), contacting the registration point for a personal account. The original identity document is issued by a foreign citizen upon receipt of a permit for passing DH (after paying for the personal account issued at the registration point).

Please note that the coincidence of the date for passing the Unified State Examination of the Russian Federation (hereinafter referred to as the Unified State Exam) and CT is considered to be a valid reason for an applicant to pass CT on the reserve day (upon presentation of a document confirming the applicant's participation in the USE on the relevant days).

The procedure for recognizing education certificates issued in foreign countries and establishing their equivalence (compliance) with education certificates of the Republic of Belarus is defined in Resolution of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus No. 981 of July 21, 2011 “On Approval of the Regulation on the Recognition of Education Documents issued by in foreign countries, and establishing their equivalence (conformity) with the documents on education of the Republic of Belarus, recognition and determination of compliance with periods of study, courses of his education in institutions of foreign countries. "

In accordance with sub-clause 2.5 of clause 2 of Article 20 of the Education Code of the Republic of Belarus, educational institutions have the right to independently verify the authenticity of educational documents and, if there are doubts about their authenticity, request confirmation of their extradition. Consultation of educational institutions on the recognition of educational documents issued in foreign countries and the determination of their equivalence (compliance) with educational documents of the Republic of Belarus in order to grant foreign citizens the right to continue education, if necessary, is provided by the department of recognition of documents of the State Educational Institution "Republican Institute higher education institutions ”(tel. (017) 228 13 13).

In the presence of an international agreement on the mutual recognition of foreign documents on education, of which the Republic of Belarus and the country of issue of the certificate of education provided by an applicant for admission to secondary school for secondary specialized education, are recognized, an education certificate issued in a foreign state and giving the right to enter in the USSO, is carried out on the basis of a valid international agreement without organizing a procedure for recognizing foreign educational documents research and determination of their equivalence (compliance) with documents on education of the Republic of Belarus.

We remind you that in order to implement sub-clause 1.6 of clause 1 of Decree of the President of the Republic of Belarus of 30 August 2014 No. 420 “On the stay of citizens of Ukraine in the Republic of Belarus” (hereinafter - Decree No. 420), the SESO of the Republic of Belarus has the right to accept citizens of Ukraine for secondary education and stateless persons who lived in the territory of Donetsk and Lugansk regions of Ukraine, as a rule, for at least a year, and arrived in the Republic of Belarus to obtain permits for temporary or permanent residence, if they were granted a dock cops confirming their residence and training in the above territories (hereinafter - applicants from Donetsk and Lugansk regions), at the expense of the republican budget or on the terms of payment provided for citizens of the Republic of Belarus for vacant places. In addition to documents confirming residence and study in the territories of Donetsk and Lugansk regions of Ukraine, applicants from Donetsk and Lugansk regions must provide documents to the admissions offices of the USSO confirming their intentions in obtaining permits for temporary or permanent residence in the Republic of Belarus.

In accordance with Decree No. 420, USSO have the right to accept applicants from Donetsk and Lugansk regions for training without providing the entire package of documents required by the Admission Rules.

The specified admission is carried out within the approved control figures of admission (numbers of admission).

The conditions of the interview (form, academic disciplines, their number) with applicants from the Donetsk and Lugansk regions are established by the selection committee of the USSO.

Currently, there is no legal basis for recognizing non-state sample education documents issued by educational institutions in Donetsk and Lugansk regions of Ukraine. These documents cannot be recognized within the framework of the legislation of the Republic of Belarus due to the inconsistency of the submitted document with the sample document adopted in the country of its issuance. In this regard, applicants from the Donetsk and Lugansk regions who have a document on education of a non-state sample, issued by the educational institutions of these territories, are not eligible to enter secondary specialized education in the Republic of Belarus as foreign citizens of group No. 3 (in this case, they do in accordance with with Decree No. 420). Only applicants from Donetsk and Lugansk oblasts who have a state-recognized education certificate recognized by the Republic of Belarus (for example, Ukraine) have the right to enroll under the conditions stipulated for foreign citizens of group No. 3.

On the basis of the seventh part of paragraph 6 of the Admission Rules, foreign citizens arriving for training in the daytime form of education are credited to USSO after passing a compulsory medical examination in the territorial health organizations confirming the absence of medical contraindications to study in the Republic of Belarus. The list of medical contraindications is established by the Resolution of the Ministry of Health of April 25, 2015 No. 61 “On establishing a list of medical contraindications for training foreign citizens and stateless persons arriving for training in the Republic of Belarus”.

According to Article 4 of the Law of the Republic of Belarus of January 4, 2010 “On the Legal Status of Foreign Citizens and Stateless Persons in the Republic of Belarus”, foreign citizens in the territory of the Republic of Belarus enjoy rights, freedoms and perform duties on a par with citizens of the Republic of Belarus, unless otherwise specified by the Constitution Of the Republic of Belarus, other legislative acts and international treaties of the Republic of Belarus.

Foreign citizens are subject to disciplinary and administrative responsibility for their failure to comply with the requirements of legislative acts of the Republic of Belarus.
